City Council Minutes
March 18, 2002

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and a moment of silence observed.  The semi - monthly meeting, held at City
Hall, was called to order at 2:00 PM Monday, March 18, 2002 by Mayor Marjorie Rogers.

MINUTES:  Motion to approve the March 4 minutes as corrected was made by Mr. Torbit and seconded by Mr.
Stroup.  With a voice vote of eight ayes, 0 nays, motion carried unanimously.

TREASURER'S REPORT:   February financial statements were reviewed and will be fi led for audit.   Mrs.
Maynard said she would have the budget comparison ready by the end of the week.

CORRESPONDENCE:   Mrs.  Maynard had passed on a letter she received regarding her receiving her

C certification as Municipal Clerk from the Director of Education of the International Institute of Municipal Clerks.
She also read Dan and Martha Chester's note of appreciation and a thank you card from the "55 Alive" class for

C the use of the Council room.  Mayor Rogers announced the appointment of Floyd Hannon to the vacated S.I.D.Commissioner position.  He has asked to be relieved of his place on the Police Commission.  A plaque will he
made in commemoration for him.

REPORTS:

Airport:  Ray Maynard reported that construction is underway of the new four -bay hangar.  Footings have been
dug and poured.  It should be completed by the end of next month.  They are continuing to go forward on the AIP
engineering project.
Roads:  Bob Gott's work crew is helping to clear and chip road right -of -ways.  Many people are interested in
obtaining loads of these wood chips.  Mr. Maynard said the chipper is working really well.  The Pontiac Drive
road right -of -way is being surveyed and utilities are being marked.  The poles may have to be moved.  The last
mile of Okmulgee will be completed this year.  S.I.D. has given him the list of roads they are planning to do this
summer.  Mr. Maynard has been measuring these to see how much material will be needed.
Animal Control:  None

Emergency Services:  Mrs. Relyea will be attending an emergency flood meeting in Little Rock this week.  She
will be delivering the local emergency plan books to her captains in the upcoming weeks.
Environmental:  Mr.  Betz announced the citywide cleanup will be Saturday, April 6, 9 — 2:30.  There will be
roll -offs in our parking lot and at the Onaga fire station.  There will also be one behind King- Rhodes, but this will
be used for overflow and not for public use.   If at all possible,  they will begin picking up large items on
Thursday.   He needs volunteers.   Freon must be removed and a note from the company must accompany
appliances saying this before we can take them.  Judge Everett and Judge Crawford will be contacted regarding a

75/25 grant for a covered truck to be used for recycling.
Municipal Development and Planning:  Tom Paul said they met last Tuesday and discussed having a "Farmer's

C
Market" weekly in our parking lot.  Virginia Schmidt has bought the 10 -acre plot behind Economed Pharmacy for
a business.  They are also looking into a grant for the "Y" at the South Entrance to use as a state information
center or Post Office, etc.  They would like to change the Sharp County polling place from Thunderbird Center to
City Hall.  The center is hard to get into, has limited parking and is not handicap accessible.  The Mayor will
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contact Tommy Estes to see if that's possible.   They also want to start up a youth center or a YMCA -type
program.

Planninp and Zoning:   Tom Hrezo reported they have received several sets of plans for new commercial
buildings and residential homes.
Police:  Mr. Torbit said the new cars have been ordered, consoles are being made and other new equipment is
coming in.   Chief Smith reported receiving a letter regarding unionizing officer wages.   He has sent a letter
opposing this action.  Twenty-seven states have police unions.
